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Perhaps the single most universally opposed fl ight restric-
tion to ever come down the Beltway was made permanent 
last December, when the Federal Aviation Administration 
(FAA) codifi ed the Washington, D.C., air defense identifi -
cation zone (ADIZ) into a special fl ight rules area (SFRA). 
EAA and other aviation organizations worked tirelessly to 
eliminate the D.C. ADIZ or minimize the impact of these 
airspace restrictions and other operational limitations on 
general aviation since the ADIZ was created after 9/11.

“Although GA won isolated concessions over the years, 
such as a reduction of the awkward ‘Mickey Mouse’ shaped 
ADIZ boundary to a more manageable 30 nm radius, pres-
sure from national security interests for greater fl ight 
restrictions never diminished,” said EAA Vice President 
of Government Relations Doug Macnair. No matter how 
lopsided public opinion proved to be—more than 21,000 
public comments opposed the ADIZ, and a series of public 
hearings in the D.C. area refl ected that—the ADIZ will 
become permanent as an SFRA on February 17, 2009.

EAA will continue to educate top-level elected and 
security offi cials about the true nature and value of 
general aviation and press for reasoned and risk-based 
approaches to security as necessary, Macnair said.

Pilots who fl y within 60 nm of the Washington, D.C. 
DCA VOR/DME are reminded that FAR 91.161 requires 

them to complete “special awareness” training developed 
and provided by the FAA at www.FAASafety.gov. Also, 
when the SFRA becomes permanent, the current ADIZ 
and the fl ight restricted zone notice to airmen will go 
away. This will require pilots to have up-to-date visual 
fl ight rules sectionals for that area. A person who know-
ingly or willfully violates the SFRA may be subject to 
criminal prosecution.

Transport Canada (TC) is moving forward with a rule 
requiring virtually all aircraft operating in Canadian air-
space to have 406 MHz emergency locator transmitters 
(ELTs) on board within two years of February 1, 2009. 
Despite requests from general aviation pilots at home and 
abroad, TC will not make any exceptions other than glid-
ers, balloons, ultralights, parachute aircraft, and 
a limited number of other operations.

The rule is inspired by the International Civil 
Aviation Organization (ICAO) standard requir-
ing the newer digital units for commercial inter-
national fl ights. Search and rescue satellites are 
scheduled to stop monitoring the current 121.5 
MHz standard on February 1, 2009.

Denis Browne, chairman of the EAA Canadian Council, 
feels the requirement goes beyond the ICAO standard. 
“Transport Canada seems to be exceeding the require-
ments of other jurisdictions by requiring virtually all 
aircraft to be so equipped,” he said. “In effect they are 
going further than any other jurisdiction regarding non-
commercial fl ights.”

TC anticipates at least a two-year transition period in 
which a blanket exemption would be in effect to allow 

thousands of Canadian aircraft to comply with the rule. 
The proposed exemption would allow fl ight in Southern 
Canada (below 50° latitude east of 80° longitude/below 
55° latitude west of 80° longitude) with an installed 121.5 
MHz ELT.

In the United States, the FAA does not plan to adopt 
the 406 MHz ICAO standard for domestic-only 
fl ights. EAA therefore requested that U.S.-reg-
istered aircraft 12,500 pounds gross weight or 
less with a maximum fi ve seats be exempted 
from the 406 MHz rule, claiming an equivalent 
level of safety under the U.S. ELT regulatory 
requirements.

Since most U.S. aircraft owners will likely 
choose not to spend the estimated $1,000 (plus instal-
lation) to equip their aircraft, a sharp decline in tourism 
and business fl ights by U.S.-registered aircraft into Canada 
is expected. TC also denied EAA requests to allow U.S. 
pilots to use less costly 406 MHz personal locator beacons 
instead of an installed 406 ELT, as well as exempting 
pilots who fl y common/direct fl ight routes over Canada 
between the Northeastern U.S. area and the Midwest with 
no intention of landing at a Canadian airport.
